PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Surgical sites well-healed. Site is closed. No discharge. No bleeding. No fluctuance. No migrating or localized erythema. He has mild tenderness in the excised area.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Status post incision and drainage of gluteus abscess much improved.

2. Cellulitis gluteus maximus subsided.
PLAN: The patient was educated on self-care from here on. He was advised to come in to the clinic if lesion returns the site becomes edematous, draining pus and excrete, and increasing pain. He was given opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
