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1. ZL, this is a 2-year-old child seen with sores in her mouth, diagnosed with herpangina, slowly improving. Consider mouthwash consistent with Maalox and Benadryl for children regarding the pain of herpangina. Family was happy with the care.

2. JW, 4-year-old with a smashed finger. Mother thought it was more serious while sitting waiting to be seen. They decided to leave, but they were not unhappy with anything that we had done, she told me.

3. LW, is a 28-year-old with chills, coughing and coughing up mucus. Chest x-ray negative. Pregnancy test negative. COVID was positive. Treated with Bromfed, Tessalon, and Paxlovid, slowly improving. Happy with the care received.

4. RR, 2-year-old child with a facial laceration, required Steri-Strips which were applied to the face. No sign of infection, was sent home. They liked Dr. Ali.

5. DB, 38-year-old with eye injury. Actually, foreign body was found in the right eye after the patient did some carpentry work at home, removed. No corneal abrasion. Treated with TobraDex with conjunctivitis. No corneal abrasion. Doing better. Happy with the physician that he saw. 

6. DK, 35-year-old with hand injury. X-rays showed contusions. The patient is slowly improving, was happy with the care.

7. KR, 11-month-old baby with cough and sore throat, diagnosed with strep pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil. Left message for them to call me back.

8. _______, 11-month-old baby with cough, congestion, runny nose, positive strep. Treated with Amoxil, feeling better.

9. LA, 49-year-old with sneezing, weakness, and body aches. Swab test showed positive COVID. Chest CT negative. Tessalon and Paxlovid were added.
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10. MB, 9-year-old with cough. Diagnosed with viral bronchitis. Treated with Bromfed. Swab test negative. Doing better. They liked the physician very much.
11. MJ, 5-year-old with vomiting and abdominal pain. Swab test negative. Exam was consistent with gastroenteritis. Treated with Zofran and doing better, eating now and drinking.

12. JR, 81-year-old who fell with a lip laceration. Facial and head CTs were negative. Treated with Steri-Strips and sent home. They did not answer the phone to inquire about the visit.

13. TT, fell on his stomach, in pain. Urinalysis negative. CT scan was negative. Treated with constipation and now on Linzess, doing better. Happy with the care received.

14. MO, 47-year-old with rash on her face. Diagnosed with shingles. Treated with Valtrex. Swab tests were negative by the way.

15. VH, 27-year-old with chills and body ache. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray showed atypical pneumonia. Urinalysis negative. Treated with azithromycin, steroids, ProAir, and Bromfed, slowly improving, but liked the physician.

16. VJ, 58-year-old with COVID exposure, now with fever, cough, and congestion. COVID negative. Flu B positive. Treated with Tamiflu. They are happy with the care received.

17. DA, 17-month-old with a rash involving her body, diagnosed with dermatitis, given triamcinolone and doing better.
18. SJ, 75-year-old with COVID exposure, now with some URI symptoms. Chest CT negative. COVID test positive. Treated with Tessalon and Paxlovid. We were not able to get a hold of the patient to answer the phone.
19. TT, 50-year-old with MVA, comes in with neck pain and abdominal pain. The patient’s urinalysis negative. CT scan negative. The patient told Dr. Ali that she is having vaginal bleeding, she was a cancer patient and “Dr. Ali would not do a pelvic exam on me,” but she had already had a complete hysterectomy and a CT that was done was completely negative. So, she was complaining that “Dr. Ali should have done a CT scan on me.”
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
