This is a very thin debilitated 73-year-old woman with history of end-stage COPD. She is now bed bound. She is on oxygen 3 liters; with 3 liters of oxygen, her O2 sat is at 92%. Her heart rate is 110. She has wheezes at rest, with activity. She uses a walker, but has not been able to get up to go to the bathroom or do anything else for the past four to five days because of increased shortness of breath. She is tachycardic. She is short of breath. She has significant weight loss of at least 7 to 10 pounds in the past month. She is not eating. She has very little appetite. On exam, once again, she has severe rhonchi, rales, and wheezes. She is just using a nebulizer on a regular basis. The patient’s other commodities include malnutrition, protein-calorie deficiency, severe muscle wasting, severe weakness to the point that now she is bed bound with aspiration. The patient is in grave condition and expected to do poorly.
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
