CHIEF COMPLAINT: “My stomach hurts.”
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a healthy 30-year-old gentleman with history of seizure disorder, comes in today complaining of right-sided abdominal pain around the navel, going to the back and the upper abdomen. He has had no nausea, but he feels nauseous. He has had no vomiting. He has had no diarrhea, but the pain has gotten severe enough that it hurts when he takes a deep breath. He was seen yesterday, was given a shot of Toradol and here today for abdominal ultrasound.

On the ultrasound, we see loops of bowels. In right upper quadrant, gallbladder shows no evidence of gallstones. I am concerned about right lower abdominal pain with beginning of peritoneal signs.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Medical issues reviewed. History of seizure disorder; his seizures have been well controlled and history of asthma and hyperlipidemia. Also, has had colitis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Carbamazepine 600 mg two tablets in the morning and three tablets in the evening and that has worked very well for him.

ALLERGIES: CIPRO.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He vapes. He does not drink alcohol. He uses THC, has a card to use for seizures.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 227 pounds. Oxygenation 97%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 83. Blood pressure 140/97.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Tenderness noted in the right lower quadrant.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Abdominal pain.

2. Ultrasound is not helpful today in showing us any cause of his pain.

3. Send to the emergency room for CT scan, blood work, CBC, amylase, lipase and further workup. He is going to the Texas Emergency Room ASAP.
