2. Flu A.

3. Cough.

4. May use albuterol inhaler at night for the cough.

5. Run the humidifier.

6. Over-the-counter cough medication is okay.

7. We talked about Tamiflu.

8. Mother is not crazy about Tamiflu and I told her that Korie does not need Tamiflu since he is doing so much better.

9. Will call me if the fever continues and we will recheck for secondary infections, but none was noted today.
