Stephanie Stadler was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto's thyroiditis.

3. Nodular goiter.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 0.05 mg, eight pills per week.

On this visit, there are no major complaints or symptoms suggestive of thyroid hormone imbalance.

On examination, blood pressure 110/62, weight 168 pounds, and BMI is 28. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The thyroid gland was about 0.5 twice normal size and there is no neck lymphadenopathy. The peripheral examination was intact.

Thyroid function test were satisfactory with TSH 1.57.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis and small goiter.

I have asked that she continue Levoxyl 0.05 mg daily.

Followup visit with her primary doctor as I retrie in the near future.
