Michael Mitchell returns to the office few weeks ago for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Acute on chronic systemic sarcoidosis.

2. Polyarthritis.

3. Osteoporosis.

He has had issues with chronic pain which are long-standing and currently he is on medication with ibuprofen 800 mg per day and methocarbamol two tablets in the recent past.

He now attends the Sarcoidosis Clinic at the University of Michigan, as I understand he has been referred to the rheumatology clinic for further evaluation of his disabling arthritis.

On examination, blood pressure 130/80 and weight 155 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact apart from soreness, stiffness, and low back pain.

At this point, no further investigations are undergoing from the endocrinology standpoint.

As I retire in the near future, I have that he follow with his primary care physician and also his specialist at the University of Michigan.
