Sean Knue continues to follow at the office.

He has long-standing type I diabetes and is currently treated with an insulin pump, iLet Beta Bionics.

His overall blood sugar control on the pump is excellent without evidence of hypoglycemic attacks.

Current Medications: Insulin via the pump and Lipitor 20 mg.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 124/78 and weight 210 pounds. The neck examination is unremarkable. There is no neck lymphadenopathy or thyroid glands are not palpable. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.1%, other lab studies performed last several months include LDL cholesterol 53, urine microalbumin less than 7, and TSH 0.94.

He has seen the eye specialist and there is no evidence of diabetic retinopathy.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with excellent control on iLet Beta Bionics pump with a history of dyslipidemia.

I made no changes on his current program as he continues on the pump and will follow with a new endocrinologist as I retire in the near future.
