A 96-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure seen today for face-to-face evaluation. He continues to have shortness of breath, cardiac cachexia, decreased weight, and decreased MAC. His MAC currently is 22.0 cm. He also has a history of hypertensive heart failure. His daughter Rolita who is his primary caregiver tells me that he is very anxious. He has had change in his mental status. He becomes very angry. He suffers from cardiac cachexia, New York Heart Association Stage IV. KPS is most likely 30% as apposed to 40%, short of breath at all times. The weight loss is unavoidable. Expected to do poorly with severe sundowner syndrome, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence and shortness of breath at all times. The patient has refused oxygen. He stays in bed 14-16 hours a day. He also has a 2+ pedal edema. His MAC is 22.0 cm. Review of the notes indicates that the patient has been having increased confusion and Seroquel 50 mg is only partially effective. We will discuss the findings with the Medical Director via copy of this letter. His rectal pain that he has been struggling with for sometime has now resolved.
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
