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An 89-year-old woman seen face-to-face for chronic kidney disease. The patient has very dry skin. The patient is only oriented to place and person. She has weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, increased confusion, itchiness and weakness. The dry skin is consistent with renal failure. She was using a walker, but no longer able to ambulate because of severe weakness. Her KPS has now dropped to 40%. The patient needs assistance with all ADL. She has decreased appetite and has bowel and bladder incontinence. Overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient remains hospice appropriate. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. Her last MAC was reported at 25.9 cm. Expected to do poorly. She has less than six months to live, given the natural progression of her disease. 
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
