Mr. Lawson is being recertified for hospice today. The patient is a 93-year-old gentleman with multiple myeloma. No longer in remission. The patient is oriented to person and place only. Confusion has increased. Weakness has increased. He requires pain medication around the clock. The patient’s wife is his caregiver. The patient is sleeping 16 hours a day. He does very little walking because he has become very unsteady because of severe debility and high risk of fall and actually couple of falls recently. KPS score is at 40%, bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, and requires medication to control his symptoms. Overall, prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. 
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
