CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left leg abrasion and pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband who stated that the patient got scratched, does not remember how it happened and this morning the patient started having some pain and also she got a small lump. There was no active bleeding or pus discharge.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, fever, chills, cough, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness.

Left leg examination reveals no calf tenderness or edema. There is a one-and-half inch long abrasion and at the distal end there is a small palpable lump which is tender, but does not have any change in the skin color. The patient is able ambulate without any assistance.
