CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of pain in the left stump, history of fungal infection and followup for diabetes.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she had fungal infection in the left knee joint and after that she underwent six months of antibiotics by infection disease specialist but she continued to have knee pain and then she decided to go through left leg amputation above knee. Since then the patient is free of infection and now she has pain in the stump due to nonpitting left knee prosthetic liner and the patient is requesting new liner through her DME company.
The patient also has recent blood test and her hemoglobin A1c was 6.7. The patient is advised to continue low-carb diet and also continue stretching exercises.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding the medical issues and all the questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, generalized weakness or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for osteoporosis and she is on alendronate 70 mg tablet once a week with 8 ounces of water.

The patient has a history of diabetes and she is on Tradjenta 5 mg tablet once a day, but she did not start it and she has been fine with present dose of metformin 1000 mg one tablet twice a day and her blood sugars are ranging from 110 to 125 mg/dL.
The patient has history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on simvastatin 10 mg one tablet a day along with low-fat diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and she is currently retired. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: Upper extremities are unremarkable. 
Lower extremity, right leg has no pedal edema. Left leg amputation above the knee and she has left prosthesis.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient ambulates without any assistance.
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
