CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of painful red sebaceous cyst on the scalp.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she felt some wet on the hairs two days ago and she thought there was fluid and greenish discharge from the cyst she had on the scalp of the head. After that she cleaned herself and then she noticed pain since then and there is no active bleeding or discharge at this time. The patient denied any fever or chills. She wants to see surgeon for the excision of the cyst.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, headache, dizziness, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals 1 to 2 cm size soft cyst on the scalp. There is redness. There is mild excoriation of the skin, but there is no frank blood or pus. It is tender.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness.
