CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of postop pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had plastic surgery of the face in Turkey two or three weeks ago and she has multiple stitches for upper eyelid and lower eyelid both sides. There is a small area of the left upper eyelid felt irritation and there is mild discomfort in the postop, but no significant discharge or bleeding or severe headache.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals suture for the plastic surgery on the face in place without any discharge or bleeding and she stated that she is feeling better now.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding. Also the patient was told to go to the nearest emergency room if there is pain or bleeding or discharge from the surgical wound.
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
