CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with having temperature of 100.4 with slight cough and congestion two weeks ago, cleared, also with vomiting several days ago, now cleared, not eating as well per parents.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Questionable bite to the right eye two weeks ago. Mother nursing baby, working the past month. Parents worried about baby not being with mother and anxious about her having to work.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient appears in questionable mild distress, alert and responsive without evidence of irritability or pain. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight injection of right inferior conjunctiva without exudate. Pupils are equal, round and react to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Ears: Tympanic membranes clear from inflammation or erythema. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Heart sounds, regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Flu and strep screen were obtained which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Apparent viremia with recent illness reported per family with questionable fever a few days ago, not present now, vomiting and diarrhea recently, now cleared, taking nursing with decreased appetite, questionable bite to right eye with apparent mild conjunctivitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic. Elected to observe the patient with no evidence of bacterial type infection, is to see pediatrician in two days to start shots, to continue home care and observation. Follow up as needed.
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
