PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, high lipid disease, and low thyroid disease. No pacemaker. No history of COPD.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Gabapentin, levothyroxine, tramadol, simvastatin 20 mg a day, and losartan/hydrochlorothiazide 150/12.5 mg.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
The patient has never had previous anesthesia.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Height 5’7”. Weight 207 pounds. Pulse 70. O2 sat 97%. Blood pressure 121/78. Respirations 12. Temperature 97.9. General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. No splenomegaly. No hepatomegaly. Musculoskeletal: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

PLAN: The patient is cleared for planned surgery with IV sedation or p.o. sedation monitored by anesthesiologist, MD or certified nurse practitioner and told she was going to be given Xanax preoperative 5 mg. No other comments were made. The patient is cleared for surgery as above.
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
