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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 71-year-old Hispanic female that has a history of CKD. The patient has a neurogenic bladder, chronic Foley catheter with relapsing infections. The patient was recently admitted to the hospital because of chest pain that was related to the fact that she has uncontrolled hypertension. It seems to me that the patient has nausea and vomiting and sometimes it prevents her to take the blood pressure medications. In the latest laboratory workup, it showed a deterioration of the kidney function; the serum creatinine was from 2.9 during the last visit that was on December 13th to 3.65 with a BUN of 69. The patient has a potassium of 4.8 and a CO2 of 23.6. The clearance is around 13 mL/minute. This patient needs to be started on dialysis in order to avoid complications. We are going to get a cardiovascular clearance for AV fistula placement and during the same operative procedure put a PermCath in order to be able to start dialysis right away. 
2. Arterial hypertension out of control because the patient is unable to take the medications.
3. Anemia related to CKD.
4. Remote history of renal artery stenosis.

5. Secondary hyperparathyroidism.
6. Neurogenic bladder with relapsing urinary tract infections.
PLAN: We are going to refer her to Dr. Sankar for cardiovascular clearance and refer her to the vascular surgeon and later on we will get insurance approval for the satellite dialysis unit in order to be able to start the patient without going to the hospital. The patient was explained the procedure. She understood the procedure and agrees to the above plan. We are going to get a tentative appointment for six weeks.
