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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2007, the patient was in *__________* California.  The patient was doing a run, with heavy equipment on his body.  It weighs about 110 pounds.  The patient tells me that he suddenly collapsed, fell down, and lost consciousness completely.  He was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  The patient believes that he hit his head.  The patient was completely unconscious and the patient had amnesia after that.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient was on the leader’s shoulder.  The patient was needed to carry him the rest of the run.  The patient tells me that he had severe headache. The patient was amnestic. The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient tells me that he could not feel the legs when he woke up.  The patient tells me that he was evaluated by medical staff at the field.  The patient tells me that he has severe headache, confusion, and disorientation for the rest of the day.

The patient tells me that he was involved in multiple head injuries.  When he was in training, the patient had multiple head injury and blows to the head.  The patient had multiple head injuries during martial arts training.  The patient was evaluated for SEAL program.  The patient was in some really grueling training exercises.  The patient tells me that he got injured to the head multiple times.  The patient had blow in the head, the patient becomes very confused and disoriented.

The patient tells me that he currently has significant memory loss.  The patient has significant difficulty remembering things, significant short-term memory deficits.  The patient has difficulty with comprehension and reading.  The patient has difficulty following instructions.  The patient gets disoriented very easily.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus on the job.  The patient feels like fog all the time.  The patient also has significant headaches.

The patient is currently at Sheriff office.  The patient is a policeman.  The patient tells me that his headaches and memory deficit are affecting the way doing his job.  The patient tells me that he misplaces things a lot at work.  The patient will forget his duties.  The patient will keep asking same questions on the job.  The patient has difficulty concentrating and to communicate.  The patient gets disoriented very easily.  The patient has difficulty following instructions on the job.

It is my opinion that the patient has traumatic brain injury.   In 2007, in Campo, California, the patient had loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness for 5-10 minutes.  I believed that he hit the head.  He woke up confused, disoriented, and severe headaches.  The patient has amnesia for the rest of the day.
The patient does not remember what happened rest of the day.  The patient tells me that he has severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient since then has significant cognitive deficits.  The patient memory becomes very poor.  The patient has significant short-term memory loss.  The patient misplaces things a lot.  The patient also has significant concentration difficulty and comprehension difficulties.

MOCA examination today shows that he has significant deficiency in delay recall.  He only scored 1-5 on delay recall.

It is my opinion that he has traumatic brain injury.  The loss of consciousness, multiple head injury during martial arts training, multiple blows to the head, headaches, confusion, disorientation, all signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  He currently has significant cognitive deficits with memory loss.  The patient has difficulty concentrating and focus.  The patient has difficulty to follow instructions. These are all common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.
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
