SYMPTOMS: He says he feels fine. Does not have any symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has history of hypertension and history of myocardial infarction in 2005. He has two stent placed.

MEDICATIONS: He is on several medications, which includes amlodipine 10 mg daily, carvedilol 6.25 mg twice daily, Catapres 0.1 mg daily, and Maxzide one daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 182 pounds, and blood pressure 119/80.
HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypertension well controlled.

2. History of coronary artery disease stable.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient appears to be in good health. His blood pressure is well controlled. He could be appropriate candidate for Assisted Living Facility.
