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DOB: 
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A 63-year-old woman with history of sleep apnea, obesity, total and complete bedbound, total and complete ADL dependent, and obese, is currently on hospice with history of heart failure. The patient also has dementia. She belongs to New York Heart Association class IV with shortness of breath at all times even with speaking. She complained of shortness of breath today. She is using her nebulizer three to four times a day. She is developing a stage I decubitus ulcer. She would like some cream for her bottom. Her medications reviewed today. They are controlling her symptoms, pain, anxiety, and shortness of breath. She eats small amounts. She has no appetite. She also has a history of sleep apnea which she is on oxygen at night, but most of the time she takes that off and does not use it regularly. Ms. Door has an O2 saturation of 94%, blood pressure 110/70, and pulse 88. Her MAC left side is 33 cm. Because of her history of dementia and confusion, KPS score of 40% and FAST of 7D was noted as well in this note at the time of evaluation. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
