HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 75-year-old gentleman originally from Little Rock Arkansas is cared for by Aubrey his nephew. The patient lives in a group home. Aubrey sees him on regular basis. The patient is quite debilitated 75-year-old gentleman, not in the group home, he lives in a rented room. He is in desperate need of provider. He stays in bed 24 x 7. He has ADL dependency. He eats very little. He has extensive history of smoking and drinking in the past, but he does not do either one. His biggest problem is confusion and dementia. He is no oriented to place or time. He remembers his name sometimes. His nephew tells me that he does have one child. He used to use a walker, but his condition has gotten to the point that he is no longe able to do so. He has lost at least 45 pounds, his skin and bones per nephew this was my first time seeing Mr. Eackles today. He has severe protein-calorie malnutrition. He also is in pain. He mourns most of the time with a previous hospice company he was on some sort of pain medication oxycodone the nephew believes, but he is no longer taking that medication. He is quite debilitated.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Dementia severe Alzheimer's type, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, hypertension, and gastroesophageal reflux.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He had left elbow surgery, some kind of leg surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril, Norvasc and Prilosec which he is out of all including oxycodone for pain.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Vaccination none in the past two years.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He was a custodian engineer at one time. He is not married. He has one child. He never sees his child. The nephew is the only person who cares about him and sees about his needs. He was heavy smoker and drinker as I mentioned.
FAMILY HISTORY: Nothing much known about his mother and father. 
HOSPITALIZATION: Last hospitalization was over two years ago. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/90. Pulse 100. Respirations 22.

NECK: No JVD. 
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LUNGS: Rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft and scaphoid.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows edema. 
SKIN: No rash.

Severe muscle wasting noted.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 75-year-old gentleman with Alzheimer's dementia very close to death. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependency. His FAST score is at 7D. His KPS is at 40%. He has had significant weight loss, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, severe pain, mourning all the time, severe issues with anxiety and sundowner syndrome. Overall prognosis is quite poor, despite needs of pain medication. We will provide information and my notes to the hospice medical director for admission and further evaluation at this time.
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
