He pulled the employees wig the other day. He also has had frequent falls. He has a large skin tear on his right arm because of it. The patient has weight loss, ADL dependency, wears a diaper and bowel and bladder incontinence. He is very confused. He babbles from time to time. His KPS is at 40%. His FAST is at 7A at this time. The patient’s MAC is reported 25 cm left arm. His vitals were oxygen sat 97% O2 sat, 67 pulse, blood pressure 154/98. The patient also has increased blood pressure because of his anxiety. He also suffers from COPD continues to smoke and requires the help of others to be care taken outside to smoke otherwise he becomes very belligerent and difficult to treat with. Given his natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. He is definitely showed declined regarding his Alzheimer’s dementia.
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
