She has developed two stage III ulcers on her buttocks right and left side. Difficulty with anxiety and angst with anxiety and mentation. She is eating less. She is short of breath at rest, but does not require any oxygen at this time. She belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV. O2 saturation is 89% on room air. She gets short of breath with any kind of movement even at rest with conversation. Her MAC is now 30 cm on the left side because of her dementia. FAST, which is now dropped to 7A. Her KPS score is 30%. The patient continues to decline as far as her heart and her mind is concerned much more confused. Oriented to person only. No ejection fraction was reported in the previous report to other comorbidities includes pressure of her right and left buttocks, which is now in both sides. History of hearing loss, sleep apnea, history of obesity, cognitive decline, physical debility, diabetes, chronic kidney disease, hypertensive heart disease, and chronic kidney disease IIIB. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
