CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right middle finger injury, left flank pain, and followup after urinary tract infection.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that while he was going in his house the finger caught in the door and since then he has pain in the distal phalanx of the right middle finger and the pain level is 5 or 6 and it is relieved after resting. He has used over-the-counter pain medications without much relief.

The patient also complained of dull left-sided low back pain in the flank area. There are no skin changes and the patient has no fever or chills.

The patient came today as a followup after urinary tract infection. He had cystitis and he has finished oral antibiotics prescribed by the urgent care facility for acute cystitis. Also the same time his CBC showed elevated WBCs, but the patient is afebrile now and feeling better. He has an appointment with urologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, focal weakness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or open wounds.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for anxiety disorder. He was on alprazolam 0.25 mg tablet once a day as needed, but has not taken for the last two months.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg tablet once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is on Colace 100 mg once a day as needed.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on omeprazole 20 mg once a day before meals as needed.

The patient has neuropathy and he is on Lyrica 50 mg tablet one tablet a day.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 5 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he is tow truck driver. He has not worked in the last few weeks. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

The patient has mild left flank tenderness just below the ribs laterally. There are no skin changes and there is no mass noted. There is no suprapubic tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right hand examination reveals tenderness of the distal phalanx of the middle finger and range of movement is painful. There is no open wound or redness.
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
