CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of severe pain in the left hip, accidental fall, hearing impairment, agitation and diaper rash.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today in a wheelchair brought in by her granddaughter who stated that the patient fell down at home four days ago and after that she had severe pain in the left pelvis and she was taken to the emergency room then she had x-ray of the pelvic bone and found to have superior ramus fracture on the left side. It was slightly displaced. The results are reviewed with the patient and discussed in detail. The patient does not want to have any surgical intervention and she was also given orthopedic information to follow up and the patient refused to follow up. The patient is able to walk with an assist and she needs two-person assist.

Granddaughter also stated that the patient has diaper rash and it is pruritic, but there is no abscess or bleeding.

The patient has agitation and sometimes confused which has been chronic.
The patient also has hearing loss in both the ears and requesting hearing aids.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, dizziness, headache, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or loss of consciousness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on clonidine 0.1 mg tablet one at the bedtime.

The patient also has a history of senile dementia and she is on donepezil 10 mg tablet one tablet daily.

RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a widow and she lives with her granddaughter. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. The patient is a vegetarian and she does activities of her daily living on a slow pace.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Ears examination reveals no cerumen in the ear canals. Tympanic membranes are intact.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Examination of the lower extremities is unremarkable. There is no calf tenderness and the patient is able for the balance.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the left pelvic ramus. There is no hematoma. The patient is a slender-built female and has been in the baseline.
PSYCHOLOGIC: The patient appears stable and answered all the questions.
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
