CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of burping.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had an upper and lower endoscopy could not find anything abnormal. The patient still has burping especially after meal and he burps almost three to four hours and it happens after each meal. The patient has no heartburn.
The patient also stated that sometimes he has urinary incontinence and no burning urination.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, ear pain, sore throat, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

ALLERGIES: Hair dye skin rashes, otherwise unremarkable.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 20 mg once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. The patient works in a factory. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. He has six children.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

GENITALIA: Unremarkable without any hernia and rectal examination shows slight enlargement without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
