Thank you for this referral.

This 88-year-old male has been known to me for last few years. He has quit smoking about 12 years ago prior to that he smoked almost for 65 years two pack a day. Alcohol heavy in the past now only socially. He is allergic to sulfa. He is here for evaluation and especially for prescription for Lyrica.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has a long-standing history of diabetes and diabetic peripheral neuropathy for last several years. He also he is extremely obese and he has significant degenerative joint disease. He is on several medications. His diabetes has been there around 25 years. He is on sliding-scale regular insulin as well as Humalog and he is also on Flomax, finasteride 5 mg, cyclobenzaprine 5 mg, allopurinol 600 mg, acetaminophen with codeine 10 mg, and Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d. for atrial fibrillation. He also takes Lasix. He is now on Lantus SoloSTAR and lisinopril 5 mg daily. He is also on Lamisil 250 daily and Trulicity 1.5 mg subQ every week.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a 88-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Weighing 261 pounds, height 5 feet 6 inches tall, and blood pressure 152/73.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Diminished air entry bilaterally.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: Varicose vein in both legs and stasis dermatitis.

CNS: Significant peripheral neuropathy in both lower extremities.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Long-standing diabetes with significant peripheral neuropathy.

2. History of superficial bladder cancer in the past now in remission.

3. History of atrial fibrillation. He is on Eliquis.

4. Severe peripheral neuropathy and he is on Lyrica.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and refill his Lyrica, which he takes 75 mg twice daily.
