In 1974, there was a parachute accident in Fort Benning, Georgia.  The patient tells me that he landed in wrong direction.  He pulled the riser and he landed in a wrong direction and hit his head.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient woke up with confusion, disorientation, and lightheadedness.

In 1976, the patient was a boxer for the Army.  The patient had repetitive head trauma to the head.  The patient had repetitive headaches, dizziness, disorientation every time got hit in the head.  The patient also has loss of consciousness.

The patient currently has significant brain fog symptoms, memory loss, ringing in the ears, neck injury, tiredness, fatigue, chronic headache, hallucination, cognitive deficits, forgetfulness, irritability, and gait problems.

The patient currently retired.
