PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes positive HIV, back pain, knee pain, DJD. His CD4 count is not available to me, but will be available shortly after I make a phone call to his HIV clinic.

The patient was under the care of Thomas Street HIV Clinic and has switched to Dr. Joseph Gothi whose records I have been asking are pending at this time.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Include _______ and Norco 10/325 mg.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of cancer. Father died of liver disease.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has been complaining of shortness of breath, increased confusion, weight loss, decreased appetite and not feeling well along with history of chronic pain with back pain, knee pain and arthritis. The patient also has lost weight as I mentioned and he is having a hard time ambulating.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70. Pulse 95. Respirations 18. O2 sat 98%.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here, we have a 72-year-old gentleman with positive HIV. CD4 count is not available. He is seeking help because of weight loss, weakness, shortness of breath, knee pain, back pain and change in mental status and decreased mentation as has been reported by his roommate.

I will obtain the CD4 count to find out exactly what is going on with his immune status and then we will decide on what kind of care he would qualify at that time.
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
