HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 61-year-old gentleman with history of hypertension, depression, and BPH. He suffered a stroke two years ago and because of that he had a PEG tube for feeding and a tracheostomy, which they all have been reversed.

He suffers from history of kidney cancer on the left side, BPH and anxiety and hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Only related to the kidney cancer two years ago.

MEDICATIONS: Include losartan 25 mg once a day, Celexa 20 mg a day, Flomax 0.4 mg once a day, trazodone 50 mg a day.

ALLERGIES: He is allergic to some kind of blood pressure medicine, but he does not know the name of it.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of Alzheimer’s. He does not know his father.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He continues to smoke even though he knows the smoking contributed greatly to his stroke. He does not drink alcohol. He used to do warehouse work in the past. He has three children.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Right-sided weakness. He has terrible time ambulating. He has severe foot drop on the right side. At times, he aspirates still related to the stroke that he had back in 2013. He has had some weight loss, increased weakness, and no other issues regarding cough, congestion, shortness of breath, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. Weight loss, decreased sleep, increased pain, right-sided weakness severe.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/92. Pulse 76. Respirations 18. O2 sat 96%.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Rhonchi. Few rales.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Positive footdrop on the right side. Severe weakness on the right side.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: The patient is a 61-year-old gentleman with history of stroke status post PEG placement, status post tracheostomy which they all have been reversed. He still continues to have right-sided weakness with episodes of aspiration. He has a profound footdrop which makes it very difficult for him to ambulate even with a brace in place. He also suffers from kidney cancer and it is apparently in remission. He has a workup coming up soon. BPH, anxiety, right-sided weakness with pain on the right side associated with spasms, which definitely keeps him up at night.
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
