CC: Ear pain.
HPI: An 89-year-old female with DM II has complaints today of right ear pain, it has been going on for about 24 hours, but has increased in pain and she contacted the on duty nurse, was tearful and asking for help with her ear pain. I was contacted and via telemedicine, the patient had a positive ear pain, there was no drainage, no evidence of erythema, but mild edema i.e. LAD postauricular.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right ear pain in diabetic patient. Ofloxacin otic 0.3% solution five drops to right ear b.i.d. x7 days with cotton ball to be placed in ear after drops are placed. There will be followup tomorrow to assess how the patient is doing.
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
