CC: Behavioral issues.
HPI: Elderly female who is ambulatory and has a history of agitation, was started on ABH gel 1/25/1 mg/mL with 0.5 mL given at 9 a.m. and 5 p.m. routine. This has been effective up until the last couple of days when the patient has had increased agitation, some of it directed toward other residents or toward staff. She can be difficult to redirect and cannot explain what is going on with her or why she is upset. She has been cooperative with care to include receiving the b.i.d. ABH gel. Today, she was noted to be pushing other residents as she approached them and, when staff tried to get her out of the way, as they approached her, she simply pushed back on them. Two staff were finally able to get her bit calm down and walk her to the room where she is to be for a little bit until she calms down. Staff request p.r.n. Ativan and given today’s situation it is reasonable.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Refractory behavioral issues in the form of physical aggression. ABH gel 1/25/1 mg/mL, 0.5 mL b.i.d. routine and add an additional two p.r.n. doses in a 24-hour period. I will follow up on the frequency of p.r.n. use when I am there at the end of the month. This may require restructuring of the frequency of her current dosing.
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
