CC: Spoke with hospice.
HPI: The patient is clearly a hospice candidate and I have talked to the family about that and then approached Valir Hospice who I think would do a good job with the patient. They have come to evaluate him and per their evaluation we are meeting. He clearly needs a Broda chair. He needs a Hoyer lift as he is not able to weight bear without full assist and they will provide that at DME. The patient’s frailty and chronic medical issues also warrant increased nursing care so they will have a nurse following him on a daily basis until he become stabilized.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed medications with them and in addition to what is already on board Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL, 1 mL SL b.i.d. route p.r.n. and h.s. routine and Roxanol will also be available at 0.25 (5 mg and that will be given q.4h. p.r.n. for breakthrough pain and assessing how he responds to that low dose may need to increase it.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hospice. I spoke with family regarding hospice and benefits. They would provide for the patient. This is not something they had anticipated, but now they see that he qualifies and the help he needs they can provide, they can assist in providing. So son is in agreement, DIL is on board.
2. We will assess what his pain management is like and hopefully make him comfortable sooner than later.
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
