CC: X-ray result review and end-of-life care.
HPI: An 84-year-old gentleman is seen in the room. He was sleeping. I could hear his breathing as I opened the door. He remained with eyes closed and while he was nose breathing, he was working hard. Accessory muscles of respiration in his neck evident. Also over the weekend, I was called about him and it was noted that he had inversion of his right foot. Unclear when that occurred so I had ordered x-rays of his right hip, knee, foot and ankle and in review today, there is no evidence of fracture or dislocation in any of those areas. There is osteopenia in general noted. He does have degenerative changes of the right hind foot.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Right foot inversion. I have ruled out fracture/dislocation of any joint on the right side and it does not appear to be a pain to the patient.

2. Social. Contacted his daughter Angie Washburn and explained the above and told her about how he looked in general today. She is coming to see him and I will meet her then.
