CC: Followup on right foot cellulitis.
HPI: A 75-year-old female with advanced Alzheimer’s disease was started on Keflex 500 mg q.6h. x 7 days with normal saline cleansing to the area to be done a.m. and h.s. It is unclear how this came about. Looks like there had been a small skin tear that is now healing, but the initial redness, edema and warmth started there and then extended from just above the ankle to the length of the hind-foot to the toes. Today, in looking at it there is decreased redness and it is limited to the area above the ankle to just mid-portion of the hind foot. It is still pink in color, but there is no warmth or tenderness. Staff states that she has been compliant with taking her medication and another indicator that she feels better is that she is once again ambulatory. Over the weekend, she stayed seated as she did not want to walk on her foot as it made her cry. The patient has received Tylenol for pain, which appears to have been of benefit as well.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right foot cellulitis. Etiology unclear. She is now on day #4.5 of antibiotic so it is on its way to healing. The area has been kept clean and they keep it covered with a clean sock during the day and she is once again ambulatory. We will check again via staff on the weekend.
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
