CC: The patient’s 85th birthday today and ER followup for leg swelling.

HPI: The patient is 85 years old today. He tells me that he had a lot of family that came to visit him and they play games as well as had a cake and when he went into the dining room for dinner that the staff all came out and surrounded him and sang happy birthday to him and they had a bunch of balloons for him. He was very happy about that.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. He had requested to keep Eucerin lotion at bedside. He has really dry feet and lower legs and I prescribed Eucerin. He states that it works really good for him and he puts it on in the morning and at night, so that order is written for self administration.

2. Lower extremity edema. He is continuing torsemide 40 mg q.a.m. and 20 mg dose at 1 p.m. is ordered. The patient is currently on KCl 10 mEq q.a.m. His last BMP was on 12/29/23 and potassium was 4.2. I am going to recheck BMP and we will see what his K is with the extra torsemide and only the current KCl. If it is low, we will add an additional 10 mEq.

3. The patient has compression hose in his room and son thinks there are two pairs. So, we will have staff assist him finding them tomorrow and put them on and he knows he is to elevate his legs during free time.
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
