CC: Followup on leg wound.

HPI: An 86-year-old female with advanced Alzheimer’s dementia who gets around in a manual wheelchair that she is able to propel easily. On 03/15/24 I was contacted regarding her right lower extremity having an area of redness with edema, warmth and tenderness. At the time there was just a small skin tear. Given the appearance, I went ahead and started with 1 g Rocephin IM that was given on 03/15/24 and the following day Keflex 500 mg q. 6h. for seven days was to start. Today she is sitting at a table with other residents. She was cooperative with exam of the leg. There was no dressing on the leg and there was now an area of superficial eschar with underneath skin exposure and serosanguineous weeping. The patient is not able to give information if she ran into something or was not placed in her chair properly and hit her leg, but in any event she wanted me to be careful. I was able to examine without evident pain. Checking with the Medicaid she has been receiving her antibiotic as prescribed. The patient has had no fever. It is reported that her p.o. intake and sleep pattern are at baseline and good and she had no complaints of pain, but she did want somebody to cover it up as she called it. In looking at it I told her that we would certainly keep the area covered so that it would not bumped and hurt anymore than it is. She was very happy with that and allowed staff to clean the area and dress it.

Right posterior leg there is a large scab with a small area open and drainage. There is surrounding redness with mild edema nontender to palpation. No odor about the wound.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cellulitis with skin tear. She is more than halfway into her course of antibiotics and will continue. The area is to be cleaned with normal saline and then a dry dressing to be placed to protect it from further injury and that is to be done daily.
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
