CC: Urinary issues and increased confusion.

HPI: The patient is 70-year-old male with advanced Parkinson’s disease who has had recurrent UTIs with hematuria. Recently he has had some ER visits and replacement of Foley catheter which he had been without for couple of weeks. The following information I gathered from his wife. On Monday 03/18/24 she took patient for his urology visit and ultrasound of the genitourinary tract was done and it showed urinary retention so Foley catheter was placed with urine obtained for C&S. Wife reports that the placement of the Foley catheter took some time and that was very painful for the patient it was being done by the urology associate who was a nurse practitioner. Finally they were able to get it placed but he had frank bleeding into the bag. Early this morning of the 03/21/24 CMA called the patient’s wife regarding bleeding into his Foley catheter. Wife simply stated she was going to come get him, she did, took him to the ER and in the ER they took out the 18 and put in a 16-French which went in much easier. The patient stated that it did not hurt as much and there continued to be frank bleeding. The understanding is that of course is going to take a while for any injured tissue to quit oozing which appears as frank blood. I saw the patient in the lobby after his return, wife had already left. He knew who I was and he starts talking trying to tell me what is going on but his speech is difficult to understand and he has memory deficits that he was frustrated with. I told him that it would be good to go upstairs to his room to rest and have the nursing staff up their check his Foley bag to see what it looked like and empty it. He had to be assisted up. He had his walker, but was having difficulty walking so he was seated on it and pushed by staff and continued to rest. He did come down for dinner I saw him sitting in table by himself. He called me over want to know when I was going to talk to him again and I said that it would be later and he wanted the specific time. I asked how the Foley felt and he said well he knows it is there, but when I asked does it hurt as much and he said no. I am checking with the Medicaid to make sure that he gets his antibiotic for the evening and tomorrow. I reassured wife that I would follow up on it make sure he got the care that he was supposed to and she was happy to hear that.
