CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient seen with complaints of cough and congestion for the past several days. She states she has shortness of breath preceding precipitating cough at night.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has history of mitral valve prolapse with history of syncope spells. She had workup with cardiologist.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: With rhonchi with left lower lobe scattered rales. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Chest x-ray obtained showing infiltrate on left lung of moderate size.

DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with pneumonia left lung, history of mitral valve prolapse.

PLAN: The patient is advised to use nebulizer at home, given Rocephin 1 g IM with prescription for Levaquin 500 mg to take twice a day and to follow up in three to four days and see PCP or here if not able to follow up with him.
