The patient presents today with history of getting extensive tattooing to both arms over the past two weeks with tattooing to right arm a week ago, now with a sore there for the past two days, requesting evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Noted erythematous and slightly indurated lesion right anterior upper arm x 2 cm without definite fluctuance or tenderness or axillary adenopathy. Skin otherwise negative. Extremities: Otherwise negative. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Infected tattoo, right upper arm, possible MRSA.

PLAN: The patient was offered Rocephin injection, refused. Given prescription for Bactrim, doxycycline and mupirocin with topical care and to follow up as needed.
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
