PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of gout, high blood pressure, high lipid disease, and morbid obesity.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Slightly inflamed blotchy type eruption to left lateral abdomen with a few scattered linear lesions without evidence of cellulitis, chronic dermatitis or abscess formation. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSIS: Unknown contact dermatitis.

PLAN: The patient refused injection. The patient is given prescription for Kenalog, apply topically to the point, to be seen in a few weeks for routine followup and refill of medications. Also, to continue to take Benadryl.
