CC: Followup on Depakote initiation and fall followup from 03/22/23.

HPI: A 77-year-old observed out in day room. She walked about a little and then sat near other residents. She was quiet and did not seem distressed. When I spoke to her, she made eye contact was quiet but agreeable to visiting with me. On 03/07/23, the patient was noted to be more agitated. A UA was obtained on 03/09/23 and returned 03/11/23 E. coli positive and sensitive to the nitrofurantoin, which was started 100 mg t.i.d. for three days on 03/10/23. Husband continues to visit. He has not been here today.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with BPSD, DM II, HTN, MDD, gait instability with fall history.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/08/23.

DIET: NCS thin liquid.

ALLERGIES: Multiple. See chart.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and well groomed seated quietly in the day room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 98/55, pulse 81, temperature 98.0, respirations 20, and O2 sat 97%. Weight 167.2 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability in her wheelchair that she propels. She also weight bears and ambulates with her walker.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

NEUROLOGIC: She made eye contact with me. I reminded her who I was and orientation is x 1-2. She interacted minimally and then later observed sitting with other people eating popcorn.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. E. Coli and UTI.  Post treatment with nitrofurantoin and appears to be doing well.

2. Consideration of Depakote that was ordered yesterday 125 mg q.d. is not here. So she has not received it. We will see how she does in the next few days. She is on few BPSD medications and would like to keep those at minimum as possible with aggression since admission.
