HPI: A 76-year-old when seen on 03/01 had urge incontinence that she states limits her getting outside of her room and it is increased despite the increase of oxybutynin ER. Told her we would obtain a UA to see if that was factoring into the increase in her symptoms. She is also to be seeing orthopedist for left knee replacement. PT comes in and does exercises were she also has bands that she supposed to do exercise by herself. She admits that she is not doing them and she is fully aware that one of the criteria that she is going to be able to walk 50 feet with a walker. At the last visit, she told me that with a walker during PT she is able to walk 100 to 150 feet without difficulty. Then the issue is about hallucinations seen generally a male type figure in her room she has not brought up in the last month.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia stable, bilateral knee pain left greater than right secondary to severe osteoarthritis and dysuria.

ALLERGIES: ZOCOR and AMBIEN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR home health is Life Spring.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/01 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She propelled herself into the area that I was in wheelchair without difficulty. No LEE.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/72, pulse 65, temperature 97.1, respirations 17, and O2 saturation 96%.

NEURO: Alert. Made eye contact. Speech clear and gave information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. UA reviewed. It is positive for Klebsiella aerogenes UTI.

2. Dysuria. Pyridium 200 mg t.i.d. x3 days p.r.n.
