Overall, she is feeling good and has no complaints.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 20 mg h.s., melatonin 3 mg h.s., torsemide 20 mg MWF, and Trulicity 4.5/0.5 mg one place listed q. Wednesday the other q. Friday. The patient knows which.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is well groomed and alert.
