INTERNAL MEDICINE EXAMINATION – MARISA C. INIGO, M.D.

IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: This is a 33-year-old single male with two children who presented to my office for a disability evaluation to evaluate allegations of intestinal obstruction with a partial colectomy, punctured lung, and left index finger problem. At the present time, the claimant lives with his mother in a house. He states he is presently not working and the last time he worked was in 2018, where he worked for the refineries and scaffold work, which he did for approximately eight years. He states these jobs were part-time jobs. He has never been on disability in the past.
ALLEGATIONS:

1. OBSTRUCTION OF THE COLON SECONDARY TO ADHESIONS WITH PARTIAL COLECTOMY.
2. PUNCTURED LUNG.

3. LEFT INDEX FINGER PROBLEM.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ALLEGATIONS:
1. OBSTRUCTION OF THE COLON SECONDARY TO ADHESIONS WITH PARTIAL COLECTOMY PERFORMED: The claimant states that on February 3, 2024, the claimant was shot in the left upper chest area while he was in Mexico. At that time, surgery was performed with an exploratory laparotomy which was performed in February 2024, to see if there were any other injuries to the abdomen and the claimant was closed up and eventually developed adhesions and obstruction and was sent to McAllen Medical to be reevaluated for a possible infection or obstruction. A second surgery was performed and the claimant was admitted and surgery was performed again.
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Two weeks later, the claimant had a left pleural effusion secondary to blood accumulation and had a left-sided hemothorax, a drainage was placed in his chest to drain the fluid and the blood from his left chest. He also was intubated and a second surgery was performed, which consisted of a small bowel resection secondary to obstruction and adhesions with stricture of the colon and a colectomy was performed. The claimant did have a small bowel anastomosis as well along with sepsis. He also went on to get better from his small bowel obstruction along with the puncture wound in his lungs. He states the character of his abdominal pain was a cramping pain located in the abdominal area, which would radiate to his back. He states he would have the pain for eight hours and it was the pain that he had every day and he continues to have that pain in his back area. It is noted that the claimant still has a bullet in his back and it is superficial in the back area and is palpable and able to be seen; it has not been removed secondary to being too close to the spinal cord. The claimant suffers from constipation, occasional hematemesis and weakness. He states that hematemesis has resolved. The claimant has lost approximately 50 pounds in the last year. The claimant has food intolerance to food with flour in it, oats and spices. He did have a small bowel resection secondary to obstruction to stricture and adhesions with anastomosis and had good results with the second surgery. The second surgery was performed in February 2024. He is presently on no medications for that condition and appears to be stable at this time.
2. PUNCTURED LUNG: The claimant states that on February 3, 2022, when he had the gunshot wound, he did develop left pleural effusion with blood and a drainage for fluid in his left lung was performed with a drain coming from his pleural area to drain off the blood and the pleural effusion that he had. Since that time, he states that he can walk approximately one mile, climb one flight of stairs, but occasionally has chest discomfort. He denies any cigarette smoking at this time, but does have a history of smoking marijuana and using cocaine. He states he smokes marijuana at least once a day and the last time he used cocaine was on March 1, 2024. He was hospitalized on May 17, 2022, for respiratory difficulty and also initially in February 2022, when he was shot, he was intubated the second time as well as the first time for the treatment. He is presently on no inhalers, steroids or oxygen at this time. He was diagnosed as having a punctured lung secondary to a bullet wound with haemoserous fluid in his left lung secondary to a bullet wound, which has since healed. The claimant’s oxygen saturation at this time is 98% and he appears to be well healed from his lung with a normal physical exam.
3. LEFT INDEX FINGER PROBLEM: The claimant states that since February 3, 2022, when he was shot with a bullet, some of the bullet fragments penetrated his left hand and thumb and he developed left index finger movement problems. X-rays were performed and an open reduction and internal fixation was performed of the thumb and index area with good results. The claimant complains of swelling, warmth, pain and stiffness, increased pain with cold damp weather and pain that he feels daily. His limitations include being able to walk one mile, stand for one and a half hours, climb one flight of stairs, squat and bend over to pick up clothes. The claimant is right-handed dominant and is able to write, use a coffee cup, use a skillet, sweep a little bit, but unable to button his clothes or lift more than 2 pounds above his head. He has no assistive devices and his physician is Dr. Rendon Garcia. He is presently on ibuprofen 800 mg b.i.d., which does give him relief. He does no other physical activity.
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FAMILY HISTORY: He does not know his father. His mother is 53, in good health.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Ibuprofen 800 mg t.i.d.
2. Klonopin 2 mg b.i.d.
MEDICAL PROBLEMS: History of sepsis in February 2024, head contusion secondary to a right occipital scar; he does not recall when that happened, small bowel anastomosis with the small bowel resection secondary to obstruction/adhesions/stricture and a colectomy performed, which was performed in February 2024, the gunshot wound in 2022 also in February, initial laparotomy of the gunshot wound was in 2022, fracture of the right ankle/tibia/fibula with an open reduction and internal fixation in 2016, when he fell off some stairs, he also has a fracture of the right wrist, which occurred in January 2024, when he fell off a bike, he had an open reduction and internal fixation of the right wrist as well. The claimant also has an open reduction and internal fixation of a fracture of the right thumb and right index finger with decreased ranges of motion secondary to possible radial nerve damage.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HT: 5’8½” tall. WT: 181 lbs. BMI: 27.5. TEMP: 96.8 F. BP: 120/79 mmHg. HR: 75 bpm. RR: 18 rpm. Oxygen Saturation: 98%.
GENERAL: This is a 33-year-old male who appears to be his stated age and is in no acute distress. He also appears to be a fairly reliable historian who presented to my office for disability examination. However, the claimant was confused about all the dates on the different surgeries and was actually a very poor historian, his mother did have to assist with all the details.
HEENT: The claimant had a normocephalic, atraumatic head. However, on the right occipital area, there is a superficial surgical scar where there is a 5 cm horizontal lesion of the right occipital area which appears to be clean and intact and closed. No scleral icterus was noted or conjunctival petechiae. The fundoscopic examination of un-dilated pupils appeared to be grossly normal. No oral pharyngeal erythema, exudate, or other lesions were noted. External auditory canals were normal in appearance and no lesions in the nares were noted. Pupils were equally round and reactive to light and extraocular movements were intact. Visual acuity was mildly abnormal. Confrontational visual fields were grossly normal.

SNELLEN VISION: OD: Uncorrected is 20/40; pinhole is 20/40; corrected is 20/25. OS: Uncorrected is 20/40; pinhole is 20/25; corrected is 20/25. Binocular uncorrected is 20/30; Binocular corrected is 20/25. The claimant does wear glasses.
NECK: No thyromegaly, thyroid nodule, lymphadenopathy, or mass appreciated with palpation.
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CARDIOVASCULAR: The jugular venous pulsations are less than 7 cm and there was a regular rate and rhythm with auscultation. No murmurs, rubs, or gallops were heard with auscultation. Carotid pulses were 2+ on the left side and 2+ on the right side. Dorsalis pedis pulses were 2+ on the left side and 2+ on the right side. Radial pulses were 2+ on the left side and 2+ on the right side. Posterior tibialis were also normal 2+ on the left side and 2+ on the right side.

LUNGS: Lungs were clear to auscultation and percussion bilaterally. No thoracic abnormalities were noted on the rib cage.

ABDOMEN: Abdomen was soft, nontender, and nondistended on palpation. Normal active bowel sounds were auscultated. No organomegaly or mass is appreciated on evaluation. There is a 10 cm midline abdominal surgical scar and also a 1 cm bullet scar where the claimant was shot actually in the lower chest area, which penetrated to his back area. The bullet is still at that area at the T12 on the left side and it is superficially felt with palpation.

EXTREMITIES: Grip strength was +3/5 bilaterally. The claimant has abnormal function of both hands with decreased sensitivity of the left hand where the radial nerve is. He is unable to pinch, appose fingers or make a full closed fist with both hands at this time. He also has a deformed right wrist where an open reduction and internal fixation was performed secondary to a wrist fracture. There is also a 5 cm right wrist lateral horizontal surgical scar where the surgery was performed and the claimant also has surgical scar on the left hand between the thumb and the index finger where surgery was performed to correct fractures of his index and thumb area.
SKIN: The claimant has multiple tattoos all over his body and appeared to be somewhat mapped with tattoos.

NEUROLOGICAL: The claimant was alert and oriented times three and had good eye contact with me. His speech was fluent and his mood was appropriate for the time. He had clear thought processes and his memory was normal. Concentration was good and he was oriented to time, place, person, and situation. Reflexes of the patellar and ankle were 2+ bilaterally, as well as, normal reflexes for the brachioradialis reflex and bicep reflex bilaterally.

CRANIAL NERVES: Cranial nerves II-XII were grossly intact.

CEREBELLAR: The claimant’s gait was steady and symmetric. The claimant did not come with an assistive device. His hand eye coordination was good and finger-to-nose was normal. Heel-to-shin exam was normal and the Romberg sign was negative.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The claimant did have some palpable muscle spasms and tenderness especially of the abdomen and the left lower quadrant of his abdomen. Mild joint swelling was noted as well as deformity of both the right wrist and the left hand. There is normal range of motion of the cervical, thoracic, and lumbar spine. The claimant was able to forward flex within 3 inches of the floor.
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There is normal range of motion, motor and sensory findings of the lower extremity, but the claimant does have difficulty with both upper extremities especially of the hand area. Straight leg raise exam in the sitting and supine position was normal. Sensory examination was abnormal to light touch throughout the body, but especially for both hands. There is normal range of motion and strength of both knees.

The claimant is able to squat and get up on his own. No difficulty was noted upon the claimant’s ability to rise from a sitting position and the claimant was able to get up and down from the exam table without difficulty. The claimant had no difficulty in walking on his heels and toes as well as being able to walk at a normal tandem rate. He could stand on one foot bilaterally and was able to hop on each foot bilaterally.
ASSISTIVE DEVICES: He requires no assistive devices.

NEUROLOGICAL: Grip strength is +3/5 bilaterally. The claimant is unable to appose, pinch or make a full closed fist. Cranial Nerves II through XII were grossly intact. Reflexes were symmetrical; and biceps, brachioradialis, patellar, and Achilles reflexes were normal at +2. Sensory examination was abnormal to light touch, pinprick, and position sense was abnormal especially for both hand areas especially for the left side where the claimant appears to have a radial nerve damage of the hand area. There is no evidence of muscle wasting, but some muscle spasms especially of the upper extremities. Muscle strength was +3/5 for the upper extremities and +5/5 for the lower extremities. Fine and dexterous finger control is abnormal bilaterally.
FUNCTIONAL CAPACITY:

Based on the current examination, the claimant’s ability to sit, stand, and move about is mildly restricted. He is unable to lift, carry, and handle medium to large size objects secondary to dysfunction of both hands. He hears and speaks well. There is evidence of joint deformities, bone and tissue destruction in the form of multiple fractures of his right ankle, both hands and from a gunshot wound that went directly to his back. He is able to heel, toe, and tandem walk. There is abnormal grip strength bilaterally at +3/5. His ability to reach, handle, finger, and feel is moderately to severely restricted. On examination, the claimant shows no evidence of muscle wasting, but does show some fatigue.

The claimant has no limitations in his visual fields and minor limitations in his visual acuity. He is able to communicate very well without limitations; but does have restricted limitations in his workplace environment secondary to dysfunction of his hands secondary to multiple fractures and injuries and occasional abdominal discomfort.

PROBABLE DIAGNOSES:

1. INTESTINAL OBSTRUCTION WITH PARTIAL COLECTOMY SECONDARY TO ADHESIONS, STRICTURE AND HISTORY OF A GUNSHOT WOUND – the claimant also had a small bowel anastomosis after a colectomy was performed secondary to abdominal intestinal stricture. His condition at this time is stable and he appears to be doing better.

2. PUNCTURE WOUND SECONDARY TO A DRAINAGE PLACED IN HIS LEFT-SIDED LUNG AREA FROM A GUNSHOT WOUND – stable at this time. His condition is better and has resolved, oxygen saturation is 98% and physical exam is normal.
3. LEFT INDEX FINGER PROBLEM – secondary to radial nerve damage and bone fragments causing fractures of his thumb and index finger, which was surgically repaired with an open reduction and internal fixation of the his fingers. The claimant has minimal function of his right thumb and index finger and appears to have radial nerve damage as well.
