PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 138 pounds. Blood pressure 140/70. Pulse 88. Respirations 18.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. I can reproduce the pain on the right mid abdomen by pressing on it while she is doing a sit-up.
SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal pain.

2. Musculoskeletal most likely.

3. Order CT of the abdomen.

4. Abdominal ultrasound shows no abnormality.

5. COPD.

6. Coronary artery disease.

7. The patient needs a refill on her Trelegy.

8. Continue with current medication.
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
