Thank you for this referral.

This is a very uncooperative 77-year-old male who is here for evaluation of osteoporosis. The patient is combative and fighting when I attempt to examine him.

SYMPTOMS: He mumbles. He does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, history of behavioral disorder, and history of osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in wheelchair.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Muscle wasting. He also has an indwelling catheter.
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LABS: WBC 9.4, hemoglobin 10.8, hematocrit 35.1, MCV 100.6, and platelets are 235. His creatinine level is 1, BUN is 39, total protein 5.7, and albumin 3.1. His thyroid functions are normal.

His DEXA scan is suggestive of osteoporosis.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Osteoporosis.

2. Intellectual disability.

3. Combative behavior secondary to behavioral disorder.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Several attempts were made to establish an IV but patient would pull it out and the attendant could not keep him calm down so we could not effectively infuse oral Reclast, we may attempt in a week or two.
