PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.4. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Faint expiratory wheezing and rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Chest x-ray was obtained without acute findings.
DIAGNOSES: Bronchial asthma with history of reactive airway disease.
