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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was diagnosed with deep vein thrombosis, in 2021.  He was in the left deep vein thrombosis in the leg.  The patient at that time was in Travis Air Force Base.  The patient was found to Factor V Leiden deficiency.  The patient tells me that he has leg swelling.  The patient has also the left foot drop at that time.  The patient tells me that one day his left leg gave out on him.  He fell and hit the head.  When he hit the head, the patient immediately had loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke-up, he has severe significant pain symptoms on the right side of the head.  The patient was confused and disoriented.
Since the event, the patient has significant headache.  The patient has headache a lot.  The patient has severe fatigue and vertigo symptoms and balance difficulties.  The patient has nausea.  The patient feels depressed.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient has mental fogginess.  The patient has difficulties to sleep at night.  The patient has short-term memory loss.  The patient has difficulty concentrate.
The patient has been taking duloxetine for his depression symptoms.  The patient is taking meclizine for vertigo symptoms.  The patient is taking gabapentin for nerve pain symptoms.

The patient is in active duty.  The patient is working for the Air Force.  The patient is a podiatry surgeon.  He tells me that his symptoms are affecting him working.  The patient tells me that he is not able to do surgeries any more.  The headache is affecting his concentration and focus.  The patient also has dizziness and vertigo symptoms unable to stand for a long period of time.  The patient is unable to operate as he has difficulty with dizziness and syncopal symptoms.  The patient also has significant sensitivity to light and sound at work.
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
